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Program of  Study 

Our program of study for grades seven and eight aligns w ith the Washington State Essential 
Learnings in the areas of communication (reading, writing, l istening), mathematics, science, social 
studies, health and fitness, and the arts.  A ll of our core classes (English/ language arts, math, science, 
and social studies) are year long. Health and fitness is required for 2 trimesters at seventh and eighth 
grades.  All seventh grade students take one trimester of Knights: Critical Thinking and Technology 
Preparation and all eighth grade students take one trimester of Exploratory Art. 
 
Adding elective classes in the areas of the arts, communications, family and consumer science, 
physical education, technology, world language, and school service completes studentÕs schedules.  
Year long music performance classes and world language courses are equal to three trimester classes.  
In some cases special programs in targeted areas such as reading, study skills, or English language 
learners (ELL) may be required in addition to, or in lieu of, core and/ or elective classes. 
 
An Additional Elective, Zero Period: Students may choose to attend an additional period before 
school in order to take music and world language elective classes. All students have the opportunity 
to take one year long elective or three trimester electives during the regular school day. This 
additional year long elective class may either be the class before school or a second year long elective 
during the school day with health and fitness being taken before school to make room during the day 
for the extra elective.  The number of spaces available for students to participate in zero period is 
determined by staffing allocation.  
 
Health & Fitness and electives are the only Ò0Ó period classes that will be offered.  Students w ill check 
the following box on the course selection sheet if they commit to participate in zero period class: 

I am choosing "0" period to have an extra yearlong music or world language elective. By 
selecting this option I am now committing to attending class Tuesday-Friday (4 days) for 50 
minutes before the regular school day begins. I would like to take this class if space is 
available. (Transportation may be available by taking the Shorecrest H igh School bus) 
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Co-curricular Programs

These include: Annual Staff, Newspaper 
Staff, Play Production, Art Club and others to be determined in the fall based on student interest and 
staff availabil ity. 
After school tutoring, computer lab and homework assistance are also available through Hang Time 
in the library Tuesday Ð Thursday.

ACADEMI C ACCOUNTABLILITY POLICY/EXTENDED LEARNING OPPORTUNITIES 
Meeting w ith success in the middle school years is key to the academic, social and emotional 
development of a student.  To ensure success for all students in their current learning environment as 
well as in high school, meeting standard in Core Academic Areas is essential. Two measures of 
academic success are grades and standardized tests. 
 
Kellogg Middle School has instituted a Team Tutorial program for all students. Students w ill be 
assigned to this thirty-minute daily tutorial for academic support and silent reading. Teacher teams 
will focus on academic need while making tutorial assignments. 
 
WA SL:   To support students being prepared to meet w ith success on the WA SL in 10th grade, 
students identified as at risk to not meet standard on the 10th grade WA SL in reading, math, and 
writing will be placed in intervention classes based on grade 6 and grade 7 WA SL scores.   

1) ** Integrated Reading and Language Arts* is a two period intensive intervention class 
for students significantly below standard in reading.  This class is taken for seventh or 
eighth grade English credit and replaces the yearlong elective credit. 

2) ** Math Techniques is a zero period, three day per week, intervention class for seventh 
and eighth grade students focused on specific WA SL problem solving strategies and 
basic skil l building. It may also support students in their standard math class.   

3) ** Wr iting Techniques is a zero period, three day per week, intervention class for 
seventh and eighth grade students focused on specific WA SL writing strategies and 
basic skil l building. It may also support students in their standard English class.

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SPECIAL ACADEMI C PROGRAMS 
 
Some students need additional challenges, supports and/ or services to achieve their full potential.  
As much as possible, student's needs are met w ithin the context of our core program; however, it may 
be beneficial or necessary for students to participate in specialized programs to meet or supplement 
required core classes. 
 
Advanced Engl ish 7 and 8, Connected Mat hematics Year 3 (for 7th grade), Integrated 1 Math, 
Honors Science 7 and 8 and Honors Social  Studies 7 and 8: These classes are designed for students 
w ith a keen interest in the content area and a w ill ingness to learn concepts at a high level and at a fast 
pace.  These classes are open to all students. 
 
Reading: Students qualify for this program based on their scores from the Scholastic Reading 
Inventory (SRI), reading WA SL and or teacher recommendations.  Students w ill be served in a two 
period reading/ language arts block class.  This reading class is in l ieu of an English 7 or English 8 
class and a yearlong elective. 
 
Engl ish Language Learners (ELL): Students may be assigned to one or two classes of ELL instruction 
based on the students' level of English proficiency.  ELL classes may be in lieu of, or in addition to, 
English 7 or 8, science 7, or social studies 8. 
 
D i rected Studies (Special  Education): Courses are available only to students on an individual 
education program (IEP).  A ll classes are yearlong and are available for 7th and 8th grade students.  
Classes may include English skil ls, reading skil ls, math skills, study skil ls, or a more self-contained 
program.  Students may require one or more of these classes in addition to the standard program of 
study or in lieu of standard courses. 
 
Mi ddle School Honors Program in the Shoreli ne School Dis tr ict 

 
Entry to the following course is dependent on test scores for tests administered in 6th grade: 
Integrated Mathematics I  for 7th grade students. 
 
Entry to the following courses requires no testing or application process (open enrollment): 
Honors Science 7 and 8, Honors Social Studies 7 and 8, Advanced English 7 and 8, Connected 
Mathematics Year 3 for 7th grade*, and Integrated Mathematics I for 8th grade students* 
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Expectations for Entry 
 

Students, w ith their parents, should make the decision whether to enroll in honors courses.   Students 
should carefully read and consider these "Expectations for Entry." They also need to consider their 
commitments in the coming year in order to make informed decisions about the appropriateness of 
selecting available courses.  (Students currently enrolled in a 7th grade honors course must sti l l 
register for the honors course(s) they want to take in 8th grade.) 
 
A ll honors students must agree to and comply w ith the following: 
 
Students must indicate an interest in enrolling in a challenging honors level course. 
 
Students and parents accept the level of performance required for success in the class (including the 
amount of reading, writing, performance/ products, higher level thinking) and understand that the 
class w ill operate at a faster pace and a deeper conceptual level than the standard class. 
 
Students who were not in the highly capable program in elementary or in Advanced English, 
Accelerated Mathematics, Honors Science or Honors Social Studies in 7th grade and meet the criteria 
given below are more likely to succeed. 
Excel academically as demonstrated by: 

Level 4 on the WA SL Reading Assessment 
A ll 4Õs and 3Õs on the elementary report card 
A ll "A 's" and "B's" on the 7th grade report card in the respective standard course 

 
*Results of the A lgebra Prognosis Test (grade 7) or summative math test and other student data such 
as 5th grade WA SL scores (grade 6) w ill be shared w ith students and parents in order to assist them in 
their decision for Connected Mathematics Year 3 for 7th grade, and Integrated Math 1 for 8th grade. 
 
Expectations for Performance in Honors Courses 

 
When enrolling in an honors course it is important for students and their parents to understand that a 
certain level of performance is required.  In order to continue to be enrolled in an honors course, 
students must maintain at least a grade average of 75% or risk being placed on probation at progress 
report time.  Honors students who are placed on probation w ill have 4 weeks to raise their grade.  If 
the grade does not improve above 75% by the end of the probation period, students may be 
transferred from the honors to the standard course. After January, students will not be moved to 
standard classes, but w ill remain in the advanced/ honors class for the remainder of the year. 
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GRADE 7/8 REQUIRED CLASSES  
 

ENGLISH/LANGUAGE ARTS 
Engl ish 7 emphasizes the essential academic learning skills in writing, reading and 
communication.  A variety of literary forms is uti l ized to stimulate both oral and written 
communication w ith an emphasis on higher order thinking skil ls.  Building upon the First 
Steps Wr iting introduced in the elementary program, students will continue with the Six Traits 
for Effective Writing program: ideas and content, organization, voice, word choice, sentence 
fluency and conventions.  Spelling, vocabulary and grammar are a primary focus, and a 
portfolio is assembled and continued through grade eight. 

 
Advanced Engl ish 7 is designed for those students who have a superior knowledge of basic 
language skills, who have a sense of task commitment, who have a w illingness to assume a 
heavier work load, who are able to manage long-term assignments and projects, and whose 
work has been above grade level.  The course emphasizes higher level thought processes, 
vocabulary advancement, interpretive reading, and verbal expression.  In-depth writing in a 
variety of forms, for a variety of purposes and audiences, is a major focus of the class. Students 
are required to maintain an average of 75% or better.  If studentÕs grades drop below 75%, they 
w ill go on probation at progress report time.

Engl ish 8 continues to refine and develop the essential academic learning skills for reading, 
writing and communication as stressed in English 7.  Higher order thinking skil ls continue to 
be developed in a variety of settings.  Spelling, vocabulary and grammar are expanded with 
the continued emphases on the Six Traits for Effective Writing.  The studentÕs portfolio w ill 
continue to be emphasized and sent to the high school at the completion of the year. 
 
Advanced Engl ish 8 is designed for those students who have a superior knowledge of basic 
language skills, who have a sense of task commitment, who have a w illingness to assume a 
heavier work load, who are able to manage long-term assignments and projects, and whose 
work has been above grade level.  The course emphasizes higher level thought processes, 
vocabulary advancement, interpretive reading, and verbal expression.  In-depth writing in a 
variety of forms, for a variety of purposes and audiences, is a major focus of the class. Students 
are required to maintain an average of 75% or better.  If studentÕs grades drop below 75%, they 
w ill go on probation at progress report time.

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MA THEMA TICS 
Connected Mathematics 2   
Students refine their reasoning and problem solving skil ls as they move into the symbolic 
world of algebra and higher-level mathematics.  Students will solve problems that involve 
positive and negative numbers and involving proportional relationships.     
Key Concepts (Washington State Mathemat ics Standards Grade 7):  
Rational  Numbers and Linear Equations:  Students add, subtract, multiply and divide 
rational numbers (fractions, decimals, and integers) including both positive and negative 
numbers. 
Proportionali ty and Simi lari ty: Students work w ith ratios to solve problems involving a 
variety of proportional relationships including converting units of measurement, percent 
increase or decrease of an amount, solving problems involving proportional relationships in 
similar figures, linear relationships and rate of change. 
Surface Area and Volume: Students extend their understanding of geometric measurements 
to include finding surface area and volume of cylinders and volume of cones and pyramids.  
Students apply formulas and solve a range of problems involving three-dimensional objects. 
Probabi l i ty and Data:  Students apply their understanding of rational numbers and 
proportionality to concepts of probability.  Students understand how probability is determined 
and make related predictions.  Students revisit how to interpret data, use more sophisticated 
types of data display and other statistical measures. 
Additional Key Content:  Students w ill extend coordinate graphing skil ls to include positive 
and negative coordinates, w ill learn exponential notation, and prime factorization. 
 
Connected Mathematics 3 
(Open to all 8th Graders and Advanced 7th Graders) 
 Students w ill solve problems that involve proportional relationships and linear relationships, 
including many applications found outside of school.  Students will continue developing skil ls 
necessary for algebra and will begin to develop informal proofs for theorems.  
Key Concepts (Washington State Mathemat ics Standards Grade 8): 
Linear Functions and Equations:  Students solve a variety of linear equations and inequalities 
.  Students build on their knowledge of proportional relationships and simple linear equations 
to work with a broader set of l inear relationships and functions.  Students model functions 
w ith graphs and other algebraic techniques.  Students w ill determine slope and y-intercepts of 
l inear functions described by symbolic representation, tables, or graphs and w ill write l inear 
equations in slope-intercept form. 
Geometry:  Students work w ith l ines and angles, especially involving triangles.  Students will 
use relationships involving sides and angle of triangle to find unknown measures.  Using basic 
theorems such as the Pythagorean Theorem, students w ill be introduced to how geometric 
theorems are developed and applied.  Students w ill also work with squares and square roots. 
Data Summary and Analysis:  Students w ill use mean, median, and mode to summarize and 
describe information.  Students w ill use knowledge of l inear functions to analyze trends in 
data.  Students w ill compare and contrast multiple sets of data and draw conclusions form 
data.  Students w ill expand their work w ith probability to more complex situations. 
Additional Key Content:  Students use scientific notation, exponential notation in expressions 
containing both numbers and variables, and are introduced to irrational numbers. 
NOTE: 7th grade students who enroll in year CMP 3 and were NOT in the highly capable program 
will be skipping the standard 7th grade math concepts listed above.   It is recommended that students 
who skip Connected Math Year 2, have had the opportunity to master the mathematic concepts listed 
above prior to their 7th grade year. Seventh grade students are requi red to maintain an average of 
75% or bet ter. I f 7th grade studentÕs grades drop below 75%, they wi l l  go on probat ion at  
progress report  t ime.

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Integrated Mathematics I  :   
This course enables the serious math student to take more upper division courses in high 
school. Students begin to formalize  their mathematical thinking by exploring function 
concepts w ith emphasis on linear functions and their applications. Proportionality connects 
l inear functions, data analysis, and coordinate geometry.  Students develop their reasoning 
skil ls by making conjectures and predictions, or creating simple proofs related to algebraic, 
geometric or statistical relationships. 
Key Concepts (Washington State Mathemat ics Standards for Integrated 1 Math): 
A lgebra:   Students work w ith l inear functions, exponential functions, and piecewise 
functions.  Students w ill write functions to solve problems.  Students will work with systems 
of equations, compare and contrast non-linear functions such as quadratic and exponential, 
w ith linear functions, along w ith basic transformations of these functions. Studens w ill 
develop the ability to  write and manipulate a w ide variety of algebraic expressions and 
equations. 
Geometry:  Students study basic properties of parallel and perpendicular l ines, transversals, 
slopes, and write formal proofs. 
Data/Statisti cs/Probabi l i ty:  Students model and analyze data sets, analyze linear 
relationships with two statistical variables, and recognize common misconceptions w ith data 
analysis. 
Additional Key Content:  Students develop an understanding of arithmetic and geometric 
sequences and of exponential functions, 
 
NOTE: 8th grade students who enroll in year Integrated Math 1 and were NOT in the highly capable 
program will be skipping the standard 8th grade math concepts listed above.   It is recommended that 
students who skip Connected Math 3, have had the opportunity to master the mathematic concepts 
listed above prior to their 8th grade year. Students are requi red to maintain an average of 75% or 
bet ter. I f a studentÕs grades drop below 75%, they w i l l  go on probat ion at progress report  t ime. 
 
Students may apply for high school credi t  for Integrated Math I  by meet ing w i th thei r 
counselor after entering high school .  Al l  at tendance standards from the high school  must be 
fol lowed to receive high school credi t .

SCIENCE 
Integrated Science 7 builds upon the elementary science program.  Course content integrates 
the scientific concepts and principles of biology, chemistry, earth science and physics.  
Students w ill be required to design and conduct scientific investigations and communicate 
their results in a variety of ways.  This course w ill challenge students to apply higher level 
thinking skills routinely called for in real-world ÒtestsÓ of knowledge.  
*Fee required ($8) 
 
Honors Science 7 will cover the scientific method, solar system, physics of motion and force, 
cells, ecology/ classification and the properties of Matter.  The course is designed for students 
who are prepared to learn scientific concepts at a high level and at a fast pace. Students are 
required to maintain an average of 75% or better. If studentÕs grades drop below 75%, they w ill 
go on probation at progress report time.  
*Fee required ($8)

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Integrated Science 8 w ill continue to introduce topics from Benchmark 2 of the Washington 
State Essential Learnings.  Topics from the content areas of biology, chemistry, earth science 
and physics w ill be explored in greater detail and depth, building on knowledge gained from 
the 7th grade.  Students w ill conduct scientific investigations, use scientific concepts and 
principles, and apply scientific knowledge and skil ls to solve problems and expand 
understanding of the natural world.  Scientific communication w ill be evaluated through 
laboratory experiences, written reports and multi-media projects. Students w ill be meeting the 
requirement of Benchmark 2 from the Washington State Essential Learnings upon successful 
completion of the course. 

  
Honors Science 8 will cover weather, geology, the physics of wave energy, genetics, atomic 
theory, and making an entry for the Science and Technology Fair .   The course is designed for 
students who are prepared to learn scientific concepts at a high level and at a fast pace. 
Students are required to maintain an average of 75% or better. If studentÕs grades drop below 
75%, they w ill go on probation at progress report time.

SOCIAL STUDIES 
Social Studies 7  This course will focus on the following Essential Learnings: basic geography 
skil ls, Washington State history, government, and geography, as well as world history from 
600 CE ! 1600 CE.  The geography skil ls component focuses on an understanding of the ÒFive 
Themes of GeographyÕ and the relationship between physical geography and culture.  The 
Washington State component covers the social, political and environmental elements of our 
stateÕs history from the territorial period through modern times.  Successful completion of 
specific Washington State projects and tests fulfil l the Washington State history endorsement 
required for high school graduation.  The world history component w ill involve a study of 
three distinct cultural areas: Europe, the Middle East, and China. 
 
Honors Social Studies 7  For the most part the honors course w ill cover the same material as 
the standard course.  Exceptions to this include a unit covering international human rights, 
w ith a focus on children in Africa, as well as a frequent analysis of current events.  The honors 
course is designed for students who are prepared to learn social studies concepts and skil ls at a 
high level, a fast pace, and tackle challenging projects and tests.  This course w ill involve a 
large amount of writing, discussion, oral presentations, use of primary sources, independent 
research, and thinking Òoutside of the boxÓ. 
Students are required to maintain an average of 75% or better. If a studentÕs grades drop below 
75% then he/ she w ill go on probation for a 3-week period of time.

Social Studies 8 w ill focus on the following Essential Learnings: economics, civics and U.S. 
H istory.  The history component explores US history from the colonial period through the end 
of the 19th century. Units of study include Colonial America, the American Revolution, the 
U.S. Constitution, Westward Expansion, the Industrial Revolution, 19th century reform 
movements, the Civil War, Economics, and Immigration.  Our civics unit focuses on the 
structure of the US government and the rights and responsibil ities of the individual citizen. 
The economics unit explores the terms and concepts of a free-market system. Instructional 
assessments include PowerPoint presentations, persuasive and biographical essays, historical 
re-enactments, formal exams, as well as collaborative group work. 
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Honors Social Studies 8 The honors course will cover the same material and include all of the 
assessments as the standard course.  The honors course is designed for students who are 
prepared to learn social studies concepts and skil ls at a high level and at a fast pace.  This 
course w ill emphasize the use of primary sources and essay format examinations. Students are 
required to maintain an average of 75% or better. If studentÕs grades drop below 75%, they w ill 
go on probation at progress report time.

HEALTH AND FITNESS 
Health and Fi tness 7 is a two trimester requirement (H/ F1, H/ F2) that integrates the cognitive 
development and the physical experiences that promote healthy living.  Classroom topics 
consist of studies in physical, mental, and social health areas.  These will include chemical use, 
human growth and sexuality, HIV/ AIDS, nutrition and fitness.  The physical experiences will 
offer the student an opportunity to experience the pursuit of fitness through a variety of 
activities.  These include individual fitness, leisure sports and competitive sports with an 
emphasis on participation and personal improvement.  The goal of this course is to provide 
students the ability to make healthy decisions. 
 
Health and Fi tness 8 is a two trimester requirement (H/ F3, H/ F4) that integrates the cognitive 
development and the physical experiences that promote healthy living.  Students will have the 
opportunity to experience the pursuit of fitness in a variety of individual and competitive 
sports w ith an emphasis on participation and personal improvement. This course w ill also 
provide the HIV/ AIDS curriculum mandated by the state. 

 

ART 
Exploratory Art 8 students are introduced to the elements and principles of art though projects 
and activities, and will experiment with a w ide variety of media and techniques including 
drawing, 2D and 3D projects which may include computer graphics, paper-mache, 
call igraphy, and printmaking.  Students are introduced to other cultures through the arts.  
Care and handling of art supplies and material is stressed as well as responsibil ities in clean 
up.

7th Grade Requi rement 
KNIGHTS:  Cri ti cal Think ing and Technology Preparation is designed to support students 
making an effective transition to being secondary school learners.  Technology skil ls, 
organizational strategies, note taking, questioning strategies and higher levels of thinking w ill 
be emphasized preparing students for classroom instruction.  Students will learn information 
research skil ls, study skills, test taking strategies, goal setting and motivational theory. 
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SPECIAL PROGRAM S COURSE DESCRIPTI ON 
 
READING 

Integrated Reading &  Language Arts is a two-period block class that integrates Reading and 
English Language Arts.  This course takes the place of English 7 and/ or English 8 and one year 
long elective. Integrated Reading/ Language Arts  is an intensive intervention class for those 
students in the level one or low to mid level two range of the Reading and Writing WA SL.  
Course content focuses on intensive development of reading and writing skil ls. The state 
Grade Level Equivalencies (GLEÕs) for reading and writing and the components of a Balanced 
Literacy Program as described in the Shoreline School Districts Reading Philosophy statement 
form the framework for this program. The components this class w ill focus on are:  Phonemic 
awareness and phonics, vocabulary development, fluency, comprehension, text forms and 
features, engagement and interest.  Instruction w ill be linked to ongoing assessment.  The 
writing component of this class focuses on the six traits of writing, the writing process and the 
major forms of writing.  Instruction w ill be linked to ongoing assessment. ScholasticÕs Read 
180 program will be an integral part of this course. 

 
DIRECTED STUDIES (Special  Education) 

Courses are available only to students on an individualized education program (IEP).  All 
classes are yearlong and are available for 7th and 8th graders. 

 
Study Connections 
Goals:  To equip students w ith the study strategies necessary for academic success. 
Skil ls:  Self-advocacy, organization, time management, note taking, l istening skills, following 
directions, problem solving, outlining, test taking, keyboarding, goal setting, decision making.  
Approx. 50% of this class will be devoted to assisting students w ith homework from other 
classes. 
 
Engl ish Sk i l l s I   

 Goals:  To improve written language, reading comprehension, spelling, and vocabulary skills. 
Skil ls:  Basic grammar skil ls, paragraph writing, the writing process, reading comprehension, 
and keyboarding. 
 
Engl ish Sk i l l s I I   
Goal: To improve skills in writing, reading comprehension, decoding, fluency and vocabulary. 
Students qualify based on their scores from the Scholastic Reading Inventory (SRI), reading 
WA SL and or teacher recommendations.  Students w ill be served in a two period 
reading/ language arts block class. This reading class is in lieu of an English 7 or English 8 
class and a yearlong elective. 

 
Engl ish Sk i l l s 7 or 8 
Goals:  To improve reading and writing skil ls.  Develop appreciation for writing/ reading as a 
means of communicating, achieving educational success, and gaining information.  The 
curriculum will be aligned (w ith modifications) to the Shoreline Essential Learnings. 
Skil ls:  Increase/ improve spelling, sentence structure, paragraph development, editing, the 
writing process. Increase/ improve sight word recognition, comprehension, vocabulary/ word 
study, locating the answer, detecting sequence. Emphasis will be placed on the Six Traits: 
ideas/ content, organization, voice, word choice, sentence fluency, and conventions. 
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Mat h Ski l l s 1 
Goals:  To increase basic computation skil ls, practical math applications. 
Skil ls:  Basic mathematics in the areas of addition, subtraction, multiplication, division, 
measurement, decimals, fractions, budgeting, banking, consumerism. 
 
Mat h Ski l l s 7 or 8 
Goals:  To increase basic computation skil ls, and applying mathematical operations to real life 
situations 
Skil ls:  Demonstrate competency in computational and application skills that are necessary for 
entry into general math classes.  Curriculum will be aligned (w ith modifications) to the 
Shoreline Essential Learnings for grades 6, 7, and 8. 

  
Adaptive PE    

 Goals:  To improve body toning and gross motor skills. 
Skil ls:  ÒTeamÓ games; stretching; eye/ hand coordination; a variety of large motor skills.  
Improve social and leisure skills.  Other recreation and leisure activities such as pottery, 
painting, woodworking, and game playing. 
 
Essential  Engl ish Sk i l l s 
Goals:  To improve functional writing and reading skills. 
Skil ls:  Ranges from learning to read and write basic survival words to reading and writing 
phrases, sentences, and simple texts.  Work on appropriate oral communication techniques 
w ill also be emphasized. 
 
Essential  Independent Living Sk i l l s   
Goals:  To provide individualized and small group instruction in a broad range of l ife skills 
needed by the student in l iving situations and community participation. 
Skil ls:  Independent living skills that are focused on: cooking, cleaning, following street signs, 
public transportation, personal safety, and nutrition. 
 
Essential  Mat h 
Goals:  To improve math skills that are necessary for independent l iving and community 
participation. 
Skil ls:  Basic mathematics: addition, subtraction, multiplication, division, telling time, money 
use. 
 
Essential  Pre-Vocational Sk i l l s    
Goals:  To provide instruction in the areas of adaptive work habits and in work production. 
Skil ls:  Students w ill increase their knowledge and abil ity level in developing appropriate 
work behavior and skil ls through hands-on experiences. 
 
Essential  Reading/Engl ish Ski l l s 
Goals:  To improve functional reading skil ls. 
Skil ls:  Increase ability to read content area books, novels, flash cards, and other adapted 
materials. 
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FULL YEAR ELECTIVE CLASSES 
MU SIC  
All students taking music classes should sign up for band, orchestra, or choir.  Students will be placed in classes based upon 
audit ions, teacher recommendations and balance of instrumentation/voice.  

 
Concert Band is open to all 7th graders who have at least one or more years of experience 
playing in an elementary band.  Students will continue to learn the basics of music reading 
and performing while beginning to explore tone production and musical expression. The 
Concert Band will perform at several concerts throughout the year.  No audition is required. 
* Fee required ($20.00) covers the full year 

  
Symphonic Band is open to all 8th grade and selected 7th grade band students.  Students w ill 
continue perfecting their ability to read and perform music at a high level and will focus on 
ensemble playing and musical expression.  Performances w ill include concerts and festivals, 
where they w ill perform a wide variety of music.  A recommendation from your elementary 
director is required for 7th grade students to sign up for this class.  
* Fee required ($20.00) covers the full year 

 
Wi nd Ensemble is an advanced band formed from outstanding students in 7th and 8th grade.  
Students w ill focus on musical expression while using advanced technique and listening skills.  
Participation in this band is based upon instrumentation, abil ity, audition, (required for 7th 
graders) and teacher approval.  Performances w ill include concerts, assemblies and festivals 
where they w ill perform a variety of l iteratures that are at a challenging level. 
* Fee required ($20.00) covers the full year 
 
Jazz Ensemble:  is open to all 7th and 8th grade students who: I) are enrolled in another band, 
orchestra or yearlong choir class (Exceptions may be made for students who wish to play 
piano.),  II) play either saxophone, clarinet, trumpet, trombone, drum set, bass, or piano.  Jazz 
Ensemble meets before ÒZeroÓ Period. The band will learn advanced musical concepts and 
history in the areas of Jazz, Funk, Soul, and Rock music. Students will perform in several 
concerts, festivals and community events. Participation in this class, along w ith another music 
class w ill constitute your entire elective choice for the year. * ASB fee is requi red for 
part i cipat ion 

 
Concert Orchestra (7th Grade) In this performance based class, students will learn several 
major scales, exercises to develop accurate intonation, improved facility, and greater 
musicality.  Opportunities will be provided for Chamber music and solo performances, as well 
as for the study of music history and theory.   
* Fee required ($20.00) covers the full year 

 
Symphony Orchestra (8th Grade) Students w ill continue technical work, focusing on multi-
octave major scales, furthering development of vibrato, and increasing skills in higher 
positions.  This performance oriented class w ill also study music history and theory, and 
perform as a symphony orchestra with members selected from the Wind Ensemble. 
* Fee required ($20.00) covers the full year
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Concert Choi r is for students who love to sing and are serious about improving their skil ls. 
 Previous experience is preferred but not necessary.  The course is designed to help students 
increase their individual skill both in singing and in reading music.  Choral music w ill be 
selected to expand experiences in part singing and singing in various languages and time 
periods.  We will work on performance artistry by building stage presence an communication 
skil ls. Performance opportunities may include concerts, assemblies, festivals and community 
events.  Advanced students w ill be challenged with enrichment opportunities.    
* Fee required ($10.00) covers the full year 
 

 
WORLD LANGUAGES  

Students may apply for full high school credit for French I & II and Spanish I & II . Students 
who wish to bring credit from the middle school to the high school w ill meet w ith the high 
school counselor to determine the need for doing so. A ll attendance and grade standards from 
the high school must be followed to receive high school credit.  Students who start a world 
language in middle school are usually more successful when taking successive language 
classes at the high school.  Some universities require 3 years of a world language, one of which 
needs to be taken at the high school level. 
 
French I  is based on the communicative approach to language acquisition.  Grammar structure 
and vocabulary are learned both inductively and deductively and strengthened via paired, 
and group communicative activities, games and songs. Students will physically and orally 
respond to commands, questions, and situations and will also read and write in French to 
reinforce their learning.  Explorations of French culture through technology, particularly the 
Internet, w il l be undertaken. In order to earn high school credit and also to advance to the next 
level, a student must maintain a minimum 73% average for the entire course. 
 
French I I  is a continuation of French I.  An intensive review of grammar and vocabulary 
learned in French I along w ith increasingly more sophisticated aspects of French are included.  
Students begin to combine the tools they have learned to independently create conversations, 
skits and short presentations.  A communicative approach w ith an emphasis on simulating 
realistic situations w ill be employed. In order to earn high school credit and also to advance to 
the next level, a student must maintain a minimum 73% average for the entire course. 
*Prerequisi te: An average of 73% in French I  
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Spanish I  is based on the "communicative approach" which requires students to physically 
and orally respond to commands, questions, and situations. Students learn Spanish in the 
same manner in which they learn their native tongue by using it and responding to basic 
conversational situations.  Songs, games, and skits are also used to help students internalize 
information about the language via listening, understanding and physically responding.   The 
emphasis is oral, however, there is some reading and writing.  Students will also be introduced 
to H ispanic culture through the study of major festival days and daily customs of the people. 
 Since students may receive high school credit for this class, they are expected to maintain the 
same academic standards expected in a high school Spanish I class w ith regard to weekly 
homework, oral participation in class, and preparation for tests.  In order to earn high school 
credit and also to advance to the next level, a student must maintain a minimum 73% average 
for the entire course. 
 
Spanish I I  is an expansion and reinforcement of skills learned in Spanish I.  Students increase 
vocabulary and improve speaking, listening and writing skil ls through the "communicative 
approach" used in Spanish I.  Students will write and perform in front of the group utilizing 
vocabulary learned in class.  Cultural information on H ispanic countries w ill be further 
enhanced through vocabulary in the target language and use of new technology.  Students w ill 
do more advanced work in creating skits, brochures, simple books and videos.  In order to 
earn high school credit and also to advance to the next level, a student must maintain a 
minimum 73% average for the entire course.        *Prerequisite:  An average of 73% in Spanish I 
 

 
TECHNOLOGY  

Tech Assistant (S.W.A.T.  Students Wi l l ing to Assist w i th Technology) is open to seventh 
and eighth grade students who wish to assist w ith technology. Team members support 
technicians, students and teachers w ith laptops, computers and other equipment.  
Additionally, students will assist w ith hardware and software concerns. SWA T members 
should demonstrate the fol lowing qual i ties: responsible, team player, service oriented, 
posi ti ve atti tude, problem solvers, high interest in Technology, and good attendance. 
*SWAT team members must fill out an application for approval.

THE A RTS  

 
Ceramics I  focuses on hand-building techniques, glazing, and the kiln.  Students w ill learn the 
process that clay goes through to create a finished piece of pottery that is both useful and 
decorative.  Students w ill have an opportunity to gain some experience using the wheel. 
*Fee required ($15) 
 

 Ceramics I I  Students w ill continue to study ceramics on a more advanced and independent  
level, while studying more complex ideas and concepts.  Student w ill be expected to be role  
models to the ceramics class. 
*Fee required ($15) *Prerequisite: Ceramics I 
 
Drawing and Painting I  This class is a chance to develop your two dimensional art skil ls. 
Learn the techniques of master artists using various materials including; water color, pencil, 
colored pencil, charcoal, acrylic paint and tempera paint.  This class w ill be fun for experienced 
artists as well as beginners.    
*Fee required ($10) 
 
Drawing and Painting I I  Students w ill continue to study drawing and painting on a more 
advanced and independent level, while studying more complex ideas and concepts.  Student 
w ill be expected to be role models to the draw/ paint class. 
*Fee required ($10) *Prerequisite: Drawing and Painting I 
 
Sculpture:  In this class students w ill use the elements of design to create a variety of artwork.  
Student w ill use additive, subtractive, and modeling techniques with different media such as 
plaster, wood, and paper mache. *Fee required ($15) 
 
Speech &  Drama I  The goal of this class is to help kids communicate with intent and 
expression.  This is done through the study of body language, facial expression and the voice.  
Util izing skills in improvisation, memorization, interpretation and organization students gain 
confidence in their abil ity to speak before a group in a variety of situations. 
 
Trimester  Chorus is for students who like to sing. No previous musical or vocal experience is 
necessary. The course w ill survey a wide variety of singing styles and choral methods. 
Students w ill learn how their voice works and how to get their best sound.  Music reading w ill 
be taught to fit the experience level of the students. Choral music will include folk, classical, 
jazz standards and musicals.  Special care will be taken to build confidence, community and 
self-discipline. * Fee required ($5.00) per trimester 
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FAMI LY AND CONSUMER SCIENCE 

Chef School  Students will learn the basicsÑ how to read and understand a recipe, measure 
correctly, and how to use a variety of equipment.  The students will work in groups to prepare 
quick breads, yeast breads (including homemade pizza), breakfast foods, entrees and desserts.  
We will study nutrition, as well as kitchen and food safety.  

 *Fee required ($15) 
 

Chef School   I I  This class is for students who have taken Chef School I.  Students w ill expand 
their food preparation techniques and cooking vocabulary in this class.  Students will work 
groups to prepare quick breads, yeast breads, a variety of salads, soup, and main dishes (such 
as a stir fry).  We will make various desserts including a pie and a cake roll.  We will explore 
food labeling to help make informed, healthy food choices.  Students w ill learn about careers 
in the food industry from guest speaker(s). 

 *Fee required ($15) *Prerequisite: Chef School I 
 

PHYSICAL EDUCATION 
Advanced Fi tness A full trimester of fitness will be offered to Kellogg students who wish the 
opportunity to increase their fitness norms.  The goals will be to improve static flexibility, 
aerobic and anaerobic performance, and muscular and cardiovascular strength. Activities are 
designed to improve flexibility strength, speed, coordination and agil ity.  The use of heart 
monitors w ill provide excellent feedback for their fitness development.  The student will also 
need to develop a nutrition goals, personal fitness goals and a daily activity plan outside of the 
school day with goals for their own personal daily l ives. 
 
Recreational Sports A full trimester of athletic competition that w ill be offered to Kellogg 
students who wishes to participate in team, individual and racket sports.  Games and activities 
w ill be offered via tournament play.  The goal w il l be to improve muscular and cardiovascular 
endurance, anaerobic and aerobic performance.  Sportsmanship, cooperation, and fair play 
w ill be strongly encouraged. Team sports such as basketball, volleyball, ultimate frisbee, 
frisbee golf, golf, speedball, team handball, pickelball, badminton, soccer, and archery w ill be 
options offered to students.  This class w ill not be limited to the options mentioned. 
 

SCHOOL SERVICE 
Leadership : Leadership class students will develop skills of effective leaders.  Students will 
participate in activities that emphasize group processing, teambuilding, social skills, 
organization and communication skills.  Students w ill apply skills to plan student activities, 
assemblies, spirit days and other events for Kellogg. 
 
Peer Tutor:  Students who sign up for this course w ill need counselor approval and w ill be 
given training to help them be successful peer tutors. Peer tutors w ill work with students in a 
variety of settings. The students they will be helping may or may not be students in our 
Essential Life Skil ls Program. These members of the Kellogg Student Community have a w ide 
variety of skills and needs. Peer tutors w ill act as peer advocates and w ill help facilitate/  assist 
in increasing social interactions and friendships among all students in the Kellogg community. 
*Peer Tutors must fill out an application and be approved by a counselor. 
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Off i ce/Teacher/Library Assistant is open to seventh grade students who wish to work in the 
office, and eighth grade students who wish to work for a teacher, in the office, or in the library.  
Student assistants should demonstrate the following: dependability, responsibility, initiative, 
motivation, abil ity to work independently, good attendance.  Assistants may be asked to do a 
variety of jobs including tutoring other students, setting up labs, checking in/ out books and 
materials, designing classroom newsletters, filing, running errands, etc.   
*Student Assistants must fill out an application and be approved by a counselor. 
 

TECHNOLOGY 
Technology Productions This course is designed for students who want to further their skil ls 
in technology by using the iApps programs. In this class students will be using iMovie, 
garageband, iPhoto and keynote to create presentations to deliver the daily announcements to 
the school. Students w ill be a production company for Kellogg by creating announcements, 
news briefs, interviews, sports reports and other Kellogg community items that need to be  
communicated to the student body. This class is designed for students who want to be leaders 
of the school in technology as well as in building a positive community.
