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If you plan to attend a Washington State four-year public college or university the fall after you 
graduate from Shorecrest, you need to plan for the following college admission requirements while 
you are in high school:

ENGLISH four years or eight semester classes

MATHEMATICS three years or six semester classes
   (through at least Integrated Math 3)

SCIENCE two years or four semester classes;

SOCIAL STUDIES three years or six semester classes

WORLD LANGUAGE two years or four semester classes
   (in the same world language)

VISUAL/PERFORMING ARTS one year or two semester classes

NOTE:  These are the minimum high-school course pattern requirements for public baccalaureate 
            institutions in the State of Washington - some have more specific requirements. 
            See the Shorecrest Registration Guide for more information.  
            Requirements for private and out-of-state institutions vary, and may exceed these 
            requirements.  Check information from these individual institutions.
